Through this powerful language, through our 
wondering, through the community of players gathered together, we hear the deepest invitat ion of all: an 
invitat ion to come play with God.

Mission 
Friends

Mission Friends is a fun and educational t ime for preschoolers and kindergarteners ages 4- 5. The class uses 
Form, the preschool missions curriculum published by the Cooperative Baptist Fellowship. This new curriculum 
helps teachers as they lay the very basic foundations of missions awareness and understanding and as they 
help form preschoolers' ideas about God, others, and the world around them. The goal of Mission Friends is 
that preschoolers develop awareness of God's love for themselves, while recognizing ways we help others 
experience God's love.

Music 

Activity

Boys and girls ages four and five are invited to come and join this group. Marching, skipping, hopping, singing, 
crawling, tapping, and clapping all happen every Tuesday afternoon. This is a t ime of joyful musical exploration 
and discovery. These children learn how to match a pitch with their own voices and how to feel the beat within 
their own bodies. The goal of the Music Ministry at FBC is for our children to grow to become life-long lovers of 
music and life- long worshippers of God, and Preschool Music Activity is a great place to start! 

Choir I

Children in grades 1-3 are welcome to sing in this group, which builds on skills begun in Preschool Music 
Activity. Along with continued pitch and rhythm exploration this group will learn more about what it  means to 
be worship leaders. They will sing in worship several t imes during the year. On Tuesdays you can find this 
group making a joyful noise' singing silly songs and anthems for worship, playing rhythm games, 
accompanying themselves on Orff instruments, learning about hymns, and generally having a great t ime. 

Choir II

Choir II affords older elementary students in Grades 4- 6 an opportunity to part icipate in a true rehearsing 
choir. This group emphasizes the development of choral technique and regularly participates in worship. 
They also continue to study the content, purpose, and meaning of the corporate worship of FBC while 
simultaneously honing their vocal and music theory skills. In tandem with their Christian Life studies, Choir II 
singers not only expand their musical lives, but their spiritual and worship lives. Part icipants in this group are 
also invited to attend Summer Choir Camp at Wingate University.

Ringers

Come down to the Children's Music Room on any Thursday afternoon from 5:00- 5:45 and you will 
experience organized chaos! A room full of 5th and 6th graders with bells in their hands can be seen and 
heard learning how to ring. These ringers are introduced to all the varied skills required for ringing 
handbells and for later part icipation in The Bell Ringers. Skills are broken down and taught step- by- step. 
No prior experience is required but regular attendance is helpful and speeds the learning process. This 
group rings in programs during the Advent and Spring seasons and occasionally part icipates in worship.

Transportat ion Information

This year we will again provide transportat ion from schools for children of our church who 
are involved in choirs and Christ ian Life classes. This schedule is subject to change as need 
arises.

When schools are closed or dismiss early, t ransportat ion from those schools will not be 
provided.

When the Vance County School System closes or dismisses early due to inclement weather, 
our programs at the church will not meet.

It  is essent ial that you remind your children of the need to come direct ly to the van as 
quickly as possible after school on pickup days.

We also ask that you not ify the church off ice by noon on days your child will not be riding 
so that our volunteers will not be looking for your child.

All children are required to submit  the permission form before they are allowed to ride the 
vans. Even if  your child does not ride from school, please submit  form for t ravel as part  of 
the program (Christmas caroling, Lad Posadas Lock- In, retreat, etc.).

All children under 8 and weighing less than 80 lbs must ride in a booster seat. Please 
indicate on the permission from if  your child f its the requirement to ride in a booster seat.

When you come to pick up your child after the programs, please come to the Wyche Street 
(bell tower) side of the church building. Please park on the tower side of the street so that 
children do not have to cross the street. All Mission Friends children should be picked up 
from their room on the third f loor of the educat ion building.

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Sunday School
Sunday School continues to be one of the most important formational activit ies in our 
church community. Sunday School provides an opportunity for children and their families to 
be formed by Scripture within Christ ian community. Classes are offered for all children, 
youth, and adults.

The preschool and kindergarten department meets on the 2nd floor of the education 
building. The curriculum for our preschool classes is centered- based and encourages 
preschoolers to explore stories of our faith and the life of our church at worship. 

We offer three classes for grade- school children (1 grade, 2- 3 grade, and 4- 5 grade). The 
children's department is located on the third f loor of the education building. This fall, we 
are introducing a new curriculum in our 1st- 5th grade classes called Crosswalk. The 
curriculum is designed to help lead children as they grow and develop a relat ionship with 
Christ. The lessons cover the scope of the bible from the ancient stories of Genesis through 
the Epist les of Paul and the Gospels. CrossWalk employs many different learning styles 
appropriate for children grades 1 through 5.

We also encourage families to join us for the church- wide donut fellowship that takes place 
in the fellowship hall every Sunday morning prior to Sunday School.
